VOCESS plays a key role in the education work of the non-profit foundation VOCES CANTABILES MUSIC.
The group leads innovative workshops as part of larger outreach projects in two hundred schools throughout
the UK and internationally. VOCESS’s education work extends to workshops and masterclasses for people of all
ages and abilities with the aim of inspiring creativity through music.

Paul Smith, CEO for VOCESS, and the baritone in the vocal ensemble, said of the move: "In the last 5 years I've
been thrilled by the growth of our group, and I'm delighted to be forming this partnership with ERAM and Ikon Arts, which will
aint to grow our concert profile and begin publishing onr concert repertoire and edncational material on Edition Peters.
